No. 64-2026-A-XVI.-In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 87 and Section
112 of the Factories Act, 1948 (No. 63 of 1948), the State Government, hereby, makes the following further
amendments in the Madhya Pradesh Factories Rules, 1962, the same having been previously published as
notice in the Madhya Pradesh Gazette (Extraordinary), dated 215 August, 2025, as required by Section 115
of the said Act, namely:-

AMENDMENTS
In the said rules, in rule 107,-

1. in Schedule I, for serial number 3 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number and
entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

"3. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted to
work at a bath.

(2) No women shall be employed against the maternity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".

2.In Schedule III, for serial number 3 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number and
entrics relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

"'3. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted to
work in any lead process or in any room in which the manipulation of raw oxide or lead
or pasting is carried on.

(2) No women shall be employed against the matemnity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".

3. In Schedule IV, for serial number 4 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number and
entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

"4. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent of child shall be employed or permitted to
work in any of the operations specified in serial number 3 or at any place where such
operations are carried on.

(2) No women shall be employed against the matemity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".

4. In Schedule VI, for serial number 4 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number and
entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

"4. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shiall be einployed or permilted to
work in any of the operations specified in serial number 3.
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(2) No women shall be employed against the maternity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".

5. In Schedule VI, for serial number 1 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number and
entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

"1. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted to
work or shall be allowed to enter any building in which the generating of petrol gas from
petrol is carried on.

(2) No women shall be employed against the maternity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".

6. In Schedule X, for serial number 4 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number and
entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

"'4. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted to
work in any lead process.

(2) No women shall be employed against the maternity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing. laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for6 months.".

7. In Schedule XI, for Part IX, the following Part shall be substituted, namely:-
"Part IX
Restriction on the employment of young persons under 18 years of age and pregnant or lactating women.

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted to
work in any of the processes covered in Appendix 'A' of Schedule XI on consideration
of health and safety of pregnant woman and lactating mother and young persons.

(2) No women shall be employed against the maternity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".

8. In Schedule X1I, for serial number 5 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number and
entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

"'5. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted to
work in any of the operation specified in serial number 2 or at any place where such
operations are carried on.

(2) No women shall be employed against the maternity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".
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9. In Schedule X VIII, for serial number 15 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number
and entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

"'15. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted to
work in the solvent extraction plant.

(2) No women shall be employed against the maternity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".

10. In Schedule XX, for serial number 8 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number and
entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

"'8. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted to
work in any manganese process.

(2) No women shall be employed against the maternity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".

11. In Schedule XXI, for serial number 6 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number and
entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

""6. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted
to work in any work-room involving exposure to benzene or substances
containing benzene.

(2) No women shall be employed against the materity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".

12. In Schedule XXII, in serial number 3, for point (a) and entries relating thereto, the following point
and entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

""(a) Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1 No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted to
work in the machines used for cutting the stones or making grooves on the stones;

(i) No women shall be employed against the matermity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months."

13. In Schedule XXIII, for serial number 5 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number
and entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:-

""S. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted to
work in any room in which the said processes are carried on or in any room in wlich
dangerous pesticide is stored.
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(2) No women shall be employed against the maternity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".

14. In Schedule XXIV, for serial number 8 and entries relating thereto, the following serial number
and entries relating thereto shall be substituted, namely:- '

"'8. Prohibition relating to pregnant or lactating women and young persons.-

(1) No pregnant or lactating women, adolescent or child shall be employed or permitted to
work in any room in which the said processes are carried on.

(2) No women shall be employed against the matemity benefit provisions laid down under
any prevailing laws and shall not be deprived of her employment during the period of
complete pregnancy and lactation period for 6 months.".
