Notwithstanding any.thing contained in the Code of Criminal Procedure,
1 973 (No. 2 of 197 4), any offence punishable under this Act, not being an
offence punishable with imprisonmerLt alone, or with imprisonment and
also with fine, may, on an application of the accused person, either before
or after the institution of any prosecu:ion, be compounded by a Gazetted
officer, as the State Government may, by notification, specify, for a sun.r

amounting to fifty percent of the naximum fine provided for such
offence, in the manner as may be prescribed.

Nothing contained in sub-section (l) shall apply to an offence committed
by a person for the second time or thereafter within a period of five years
from the date,-

(a) of commission of a similar offence which was earlier
compounded;

(b) of commission of similar offence for which such person was
earlier convicted.

Every officer referred to in sub-section (1) shall exercise the powers to
cornpound an offence, subject to the Cirection, control and supervision of
the State Government.

Every application for the compounding of an offence shall be made in
such form and manner as may be prescribed.

Where any offence is compounded before the institution of an)'
prosecution, no prosecution shall be instituted in relation to such offence,
against the offender in r6lation to whoin the offence is so compounded.

Where the composition of any offence is made after the institution of any
prosecution, such composition shall be brought by the officer referred tc
in sub-section (l) in writi,ng, to the notice of the Courl in which the
prosecution is pending and on such notice of tLe composition of the
offence being given, the person against whom the offence is so

compounded shall be discharged.

Any person who fails to comply with the order made by.the officer
referred to in sub-section (1), shall b: liable to pay a sum equivalent tc
twenty percent of the maximum fine provided for the offence, in addition
to such fine.

C}IAPT'ER IX
MISCELLANEOUS

No suit, prosecution or other legal proceeding shall lie against any public
servant or any other person in the service of the Central Government or
the State Government, acting under direction of any such public servant,
for anything done in good faith or intended to be done in pursuance ofthe
provisions of this Act or of any rule made thereunder.

The State Government or any officer empowered in this behalf may,by
notification, exempt from the operation of a-ll or any of the provisions of
this Act for such period as it considers necessary, any shop c,r
establishment or class thereof or any employer or worker or class of
employers or workers to whom this Act applies on such rerms and
conditions as it may thinks fit.

The provisions of this Act shall be irr addit.ion to, and not in derogation
of, the provisions of any other law for the time being in force.

The State Government may, by notification, make rules for carrying out
the provisions of this Act.

power, such rules may provide for all or any of the following matters,
namely :-
